(Solar Message
Centers), queue
detectors, and
cameras that are
capable of
monitoring a multi-
million dollar
highway project.

The 22/Renew
Expressway
Improvement
Project in PennDOT
District 5-0 during
the 1997-98
construction season was ASTI’s first
major undertaking in Pennsylvania.
Through this opportunity, CHIPS was
utilized to control and monitor the ITS
equipment (SMCs, queue detectors,
HARs), as well as communicate with
PennDOT, prime contractor Lane
Construction, and local law enforcement
and emergency responders. Since this
inaugural endeavor, ASTI has partnered

with sister company Protection Services
Inc. to install and manage ITS projects
throughout the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania on major roadways
including Interstates 80, 79, 70, 78,
SR283, and the Pennsylvania Turnpike.

The organization is expanding its horizons.
ASTI has increased its staffing and is
now exploring business opportunities
throughout the United States. It has
completed or is currently completing
ITS work in Colorado, Delaware,

Illinois, Indiana, Louisiana, Maryland,
Missouri, Nebraska, New Jersey, New
York, North Carolina, Oklahoma, Texas,
and Virginia.
